Welcome to the June 2011 Edition of EDUCATE News!

Between the 27th and 29th of June, the EDUCATE partners, representatives of European
chambers of architects, and members of the EDUCATE Advisory Group (Peter Clegg, Mario
Cucinella, Bill Gething and Jorg Heiler) convened in Munich (Germany) at TUM - Technische
Universitat Muenchen for their 5th Management Meeting and Workshop.

Blessed by glorious sunshine, the partners discussed
the initial results of the Pilot Study developed at each
participating institution during the last academic
term. Partners have integrated, at different levels, the
support tools offered by the EDUCATE Portal and have
implemented in their teaching activities some of the
pedagogical developments described in the

EDUCATE Framework for Curriculum Development
(www.educate-sustainability.eu/educate-framework.php)

Results of a survey conducted with all the - more than 1,100 - registered users (experts,
students, staff and professionals) of the EDUCATE Portal were also analysed, bringing to the
fore the advantages that this interactive e-learning tool can provide to the teaching and
learning of sustainable environmental design in architectural education and practice. Detailed
presentation of the activities developed during the initial pilot study, and a thorough analysis of
the preliminary results obtained, will be available for download in September 2011.

Current challenges for the education and profession of architecture in Europe were also
discussed, with specific reference to the implementation in members states of the European
Directive 2005/36 on the recognition of professional qualifications. This discussion will inform
forthcoming activities of EDUCATE over the coming months.

The meeting at TUM also hosted an Educational Workshop that involved partners together with
staff and students from TUM. The various interactive facilities offered by the EDUCATE Portal
were explored and demonstrated, followed by brainstorming sessions on the priorities for the
uptake of environmental sustainability in academic education and professional training.

Finally, the workshop at TUM also offered the opportunity to present the EDUCATE Prize, an
International Student Award that will be officially launched at the 27th International Confer-
ence on Passive and Low Energy Architecture (PLEA) that will be held in Louvain-la-Neuve
(Belgium) from the 13th to the 15th July 2011.

The EDUCATE Prize aims to celebrate the implementation of sustainable environmental design
in architectural education under 3 Categories, rewarding students’ design projects at Under-
graduate (Category I) and graduate/postgraduate level (Category II), and non-design work at
any level of the curriculum (Category III). Free registration is invited from academic staff that
will register their module/course/studio unit and their students to the EDUCATE Prize. Registra-
tion will also provide immediate privileged access to the online EDUCATE Knowledge Base.

Further information on the EDUCATE Prize, a detailed Briefing Document and the criteria for
registration will be featured on the EDUCATE website starting from the 14th of July. More
details will also be provided in the July edition of EDUCATE News!
